Who are we? We are a member driven co-op headed by a Board & aided by Committees. All artists share the responsibility of working in the store, paying dues and jurying  in new members.  We have developed several membership levels to choose from  in order to meet a variety of artists needs.  We do not take work on consignment, nor do we order wholesale. Member dedication to making the store a success is of the utmost of  importance.  
Who we're looking for: Talented Artists.  Driven Personalities.  Inspirational Visionaries . Respectful Humans. People with a love of art, creativity, and common sense.  Most of all, artists that want to work in conjunction with other artists to succeed.  
History: In early 2004 a group of Saturday Market Vendors got together and created, from scratch, an Art Co-op in the Alberta Street District with the concept of selling art six days a week instead of just two.  Since the doors opened on May 15th, 2004 and then again in August 2006, after an extensive remodel,  there has been anywhere between 8 and 23 local artists, embodying a spectrum of talents.  
THE JURY PROCESS
Interested in becoming a member? We have a simple jury process where we vote as a group on who will be accepted into the co-op.  What you need to bring & jury details:
·  Completed application with non-refundable $10 jury fee. 
Please fill out this form and bring your application fee with you to jury. You can schedule your jury by contacting us through our website.
· Samples of work to be sold in store.
Please do not bring in just a portfolio (this may be supplemental, however). We must see the actual product you plan to sell in the store. Presentation of your art (ie. mats, frames, packaging, etc.) is as important as the quality of your work. Please refer to our Artist Guidelines information on our website before presenting your work.
· Be prepared to do a short, casual presentation of your work.
Usually around 10-15 minutes is good. Tell us about yourself, and if you have any other skills you can bring to the co-op.
· There will be a brief question/answer session 
After your  presentation there will be a brief question/answer session. The remainder of the meeting will then be closed to members only.
· The Verdict

We will vote and have someone contact you within 24 hours to let you know the 

results. If accepted we will then give you further information about getting started.
NOTE:  75% of the membership must be present to hold a vote. You may be asked to present your work again at a future meeting if there are not enough members present.
